MEMBERSHIP
CHANGES

You recently received a
postcard informing you of the
changes being made in 2008.
These changes are listed below:

Our fiscal year for the
membership term will run
January through December
starting in 2008, rather than
April as in the past. No
memberships will be accepted
prior to January 1% each year,
with the exception of those who
buy memberships for Christmas
presents.
